K-VEST Swing Analysis

The K-VEST uses wireless sensors placed on the
golfer’s hip, shoulder and hand to produce a live 3D
animation that quickly identifies swing faults. This
technology makes it possible to capture and measure
physical motion in real time and precisely
communicate the correct movement.
